Litherland Moss Primary School ~ Intent, Implementation and Impact Statement

Intent
At Litherland Moss, we have very high expectations and are always striving to ensure we meet every child’s needs. We believe that all children deserve the best possible start and careful planning supports the teaching and learning process to ensure strong outcomes for all children.
We will inspire and encourage children to be kind, respect each other, aspire to be the best they can be, develop their resilience and the importance of working together. Our values are reflected through all our work in school: our curriculum; circle times and through continuous provision. Children are encouraged to promote the values every day. 
At Litherland Moss, we aim to ensure all children make a strong start to their learning journey. We set high expectations and building positive relationships is at the heart of what we do. We provide opportunities and experiences to ensure children develop into happy, confident and independent children who have a love for learning and school life. We are very proud of the strong parental partnerships we develop as we believe this plays a huge part of each child’s life-long journey in education. 
Our curriculum builds on what children know and children benefit from engaging and meaningful learning which provides them with the knowledge, skills and confidence to succeed in year one and beyond. By the end of the Reception year, we strive to ensure that all children make at least good progress from their starting points and have the skills and knowledge for a smooth transition to year one.

Implementation
Children learn through seven key areas of learning: all of these areas are essential for young children and are inter-connected. There are three prime areas which are the building blocks and need to be in place before the specific areas can be developed.

Prime Areas of Learning 
· Communication and Language 
· Personal, Social and Emotional Development 
· Physical Development 

Specific Areas of Learning 
· Literacy
· Mathematics 
· Understanding the World 
· Expressive Arts and Design

The characteristics of effective learning underpin all areas of learning and development in the EYFS. These are:

· Playing and exploring
· Active learning
· Creating and thinking critically

Our curriculum is carefully planned; we recognise that every child is unique and that all children develop at different rates. We ensure all children make good progress from their individual starting points. We place a strong emphasis on the prime areas, particularly communication and language. At Litherland Moss, a big focus for us is supporting children’s language development and exposing our children to new vocabulary. We are constantly modelling new language and vocabulary, engaging in high quality conversations and creating a language-rich environment. We recognise that for some of our children, English is not their first language and we endeavour to support them appropriately. Where possible, we follow children’s interests throughout the year, allowing them to lead their own learning, explore, deepen their thinking and further develop their love for learning. Children learn both indoors and outdoors, in a variety of ways, through a balance of child-initiated and adult led learning through direct teaching, small group activities and continuous provision.
Reading is at the heart of our curriculum and we aim to encourage a love for books in EYFS. High-quality books are carefully chosen to expose children to a variety of stories and aim to inspire and engage children in their learning. We carefully plan activities around these stories to support children to develop their language and vocabulary, re-tell familiar stories using story language and enjoy sharing stories independently. Children in EYFS benefit from regular circle times, daily phonic sessions and singing sessions each day. A highlight of each day in EYFS is story time. Children are also given the opportunity to vote for the book that they would like to share each day to support children’s interest and love for books. Often children choose to take these books home to share with their families or read them in continuous provision, re-telling the story using the pictures and using key language from the book. 
We recognise the importance of working alongside children, spending time in provision to observe, develop their thinking and celebrate their achievements. We also collect key pieces of Evidence to celebrate children’s learning and progress across the year. We use Evidence Me as our observation tool, this is regularly shared with parents and parents are also able to add their own observations. Every child also has a learning journey which clearly shows progress from when they start their learning journey with us. Children and parents are keen to celebrate their journey through EYFS.



Impact
This relates to our outcomes and what we hope our children at Litherland Moss will achieve throughout their time in our Early Years Foundation Stage. Staff reflect on the intent and implementation and can identify key successes. We measure children’s progress from their starting points (through baseline assessment) and carefully track and monitor children’s progress and achievements throughout their time in EYFS. 
We carefully plan a rich and balanced curriculum which gives the children the opportunity to develop their knowledge, skills and understanding across the seven areas of learning, underpinned by the Characteristics of Effective Learning, at an age appropriate level.
Focussing on our outcomes gives us the opportunity to reflect and prompt the cycle to begin again.
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
